The Languages of Canada

English and French are the two official languages of Canada and are the most widely spoken.

Meet and Greet

Greetings occur with a firm handshake and a sincere smile. Canadians tend to be warm and friendly, moving to a first-name basis quickly.

Gift Giving

When visiting the home of someone, it is appropriate to bring a gift of chocolate or flowers. Avoid white lilies, since they are funeral flowers. Gifts are generally opened upon receipt of them. 

Table Manners

Table manners are generally relaxed and informal. Eating style is Continental, with the fork in the left hand and knife in the right. It is acceptable to refuse any food or drink, or to ask what something is before accepting it.
